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ACIP= Advisory Committee on 

Immunization Practices 

  The  ACIP,  consisting  of  fifteen  members  appointed  
by  the  Secretary  of  the  Department  of  Health  and  
Human  Services  (HHS)  advises  the  director  of  CDC 
and  Secretary  of  HHS on  control  of  vaccine -
preventable  disease  and  vaccine  usage . 
Recommendations  of  the  ACIP become  CDC policy  
when  they  are  accepted  by  the  director  of  the  CDC 
and  are  published  in  CDCôs Morbidity  and  Mortality  
Weekly  Report  (MMWR) .  There  are  no  federal  
laws  requiring  the  immunization  of  children .  All  
school  and  daycare  entry  laws  are  state  laws  and  
vary  from  state  to  state .

VSame 4 -dose schedule as PCV7  

 
VSeries started the PCV7 should be  
   completed with PCV13 if possible  
 



ACIP Recommendations for 

PCV13 Supplemental Dose 

VA single supplemental dose of PCV13 is 
recommended for children who have received a 
complete age -appropriate series of PCV7  

 

ü All children 14 through 59 months of age  

ü Children 60 through 71 months of age with an 
underlying medical
